Leaders

-Be sure that you are accompanied when giving rides to youth of the opposite gender.

-Always set an example of the behavior you want the youth to imitate.

-In most all circumstances do not promise to keep a secret when approached by a youth.

-Keep all of the youth leadership informed about important events in the youths’ lives.

-Remember that trust is often hard to earn but very easily lost.

-Remember that YOU are the adult.

Youth

-NO youth are allowed to drive on youth activities unless written permission is given by the parents and approved by the youth leadership.

-Always strive to show respect:  

-respect for the LEADERS 

-respect for other youth 

-respect for church property 

-respect for yourself.

-Remember that you are representatives of both our church and Christians as a whole

-NO alcohol, tobacco or drugs are allowed at any youth events. (regardless if you are 18 or older)

-No profanity.

-Remember that youth activities are not the place to develop the physical side of a dating relationship.
-A signed medical release form with copy of medical insurance and an adult/guardian signed permission slip will be required for all out of town or overnight youth activities.
